6. Doctrine of Natural Motion - All elements in the terrestrial realm naturally tend to their
natural places, aether, in the celestial realm, naturally moves with uniform, circular motion.

An enforced motion
requires the continuous operation of an efficient cause to sustain the motion contrary to nature.
Once that efficient cause ceases to act, the natural motion is resumed.
